b. How does laissez-faire relate to economic liberalism?

7. John Locke said “The reason why men enter into society [agree to be governed] is the preservation of their property”.  What does this mean? (in other words, why is private property so important to liberals?)

8. Read the section on pages 59-62 regarding the privatization of education in Alberta

a. What would be a benefit of privatization (pro)?

b. What would be a negative outcome of privatization (con)?

c. What is your opinion AND why (justify your answer)?

9. Read the Investigation and Exploration on page 64.

a. What is your opinion of file sharing – does it violate the intellectual property rights of the person who created that music or movie?
